In addition it provides
protection for 2 additional respiratory viruses; Parainfluenza & Adenovirus. Pets vaccinated with
the injectable method are at a higher risk of experiencing prolonged coughing and symptoms if
exposed to these respiratory diseases.

To maintain a safe environment for all,we highly recommend your pet receives the Intranasal
Bordetella vaccine before boarding with us.
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
